Teaching Math Visually 
by Dr. Deb Carter

It was bad enough when kindergarten was declared the “new first grade.” Now we find this academic push has reached pre-school. Parents are worried that their children will not learn soon enough or fast enough. What they need to understand is that replacing play with inappropriate academic learning, now, will create problems for children, later. This presentation will address the issue of teaching parents about healthy learning and the assessment of play.
